tradition has dwindled away. Some have
proposed that the old New Farm sites be
developed as Venture camps, to train older boy
and girls in basis camping and hiking skills, and
to provide decent outpost sitder overnight
camping away from the main camp at Horseshop
and bring back a long standing tradition.
